Maintenance  
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General
•	 Do not use any sharp tools to open the packaging.
•	 We strongly advise against using power tools.

•	 Do not drag the table, but carry it with minimum 2 people.
•	 Anchoring the product has to be done by qualified people. 
•	 For public or commercial use, it is advisable to anchor picnic tables 

to a stable surface to enhance safety. For larger models or exceptional 
situations, the manufacturer can provide guidance on suitable 
alternatives. 

•	 For anchoring: use suitable bolts or screws from a specialized store 
depending on the material your terrace is made of.

•	 We strongly advise you against standing on top of the table! A 
concentrated load can cause small perceptible cracks in the profiles 
that might be visually annoying, although they do not affect the 
strength of the table in any way.

•	 For table with 3 legs or more, we recommend using trestles to attach 
the table leg assemblies to the tabletop, instead of keeping it upside 
down.

Marina combo (p8)

1.	 Place the 5 or 6 tabletop profiles on the floor with the slot openings 
facing up and use the packaging as protection. If there are more then 
2 legs, make sure the crosses on the bottom side of the profiles are 
facing the same side.

2.	 Insert a spacer plate between each profile at about 40 cm from the 
end.

3.	 Insert the tabletop end pieces with the lips into the slots from left to 
right. Fasten them using 5 or 6 M5x12 countersunk bolts. Do this for 
both sides, the other side going from right to left. Attention: Max. 4,8 
Nm.

4.	 Fix the tabletop connection profiles of the legs to the tabletop at the 
places provided using 10 or 12 M6x20 hex socket screws per leg. 
Attention: Max. 4,8 Nm.

5.	 Now remove the spacers.
6.	 a. Slide the bench supports onto the picnic leg and fasten them with 

the help of 2 M6x16 hex socket screws and 2 lock nuts M6. Attention: 
do not tighten the bolts yet. 
b. Slide the bench connections over the picnic leg and bench support 
and fasten them with 4 M6x16 hex socket screws and 4 M6 lock nuts. 
Now tighten all the bolts. Max. 8,8 Nm. 
c. Now screw the leveling feet into the legs. Repeat steps 6a to 6c for 
each leg set and them aside.
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7.	 Slide the mounted picnic legs from step 6a to 6c into the tabletop 
connection. Align the holes and secure them with the help of 6 M6x16 
hex socket screws and 6 M6 lock nuts per leg. Tip: first place all the 
bolts in the holes and make sure that the bolts are on the outside as 
shown in the drawing.

8.	 a. Slide the table legs into the tabletop connection. Align the holes 
and secure them with the help of 6 M6x16 hex socket screws and 6 
M6 lock nuts per leg. Tip: first place all the bolts in the holes and 
make sure that the bolts are on the outside as shown in the drawing. 
b. Now screw the levelling feet into the table legs.

9.	 Place 2 bench profiles on the floor with the slot opening facing up 
and use the packaging as protection.

Place the benches on the leg assembly and first install 2 M6x20 
bolts on the inside of the table, but to not fully tighten them yet. 
b. Now fasten the bolts (2 M6x20) on the outside of the table. Tighten 
all bolts. Attention: Max. 8,8 Nm.

12.	Level the table by turning the leveling feet to greater or lesser extent 
and fasten them by tightening the nut against the leg.

Floor fastening (p22)

1.	 Remove the existing leveling feet. 
2.	 a. Width dimension: Tabletop with 5 profiles = 110 cm / Tabletop with 

6 profiles = 125 cm. 
b. Length dimension, the distance between the center of the legs.

3.	 Mark where the table should be placed on the ground. You have 2 
attachment points per leg; see the drawing. L = length between the 
centre of the legs / B = width between the centre of the legs.

4.	 If the ground anchoring kit was ordered later, there is a good chance 
that the tension nuts are still in the legs. Drill out the tension nuts 
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using a ø12 drill.
5.	 Drill ø12 holes in the places marked & insert a 12x60 plug into each 

hole.
6.	 Then insert an M8x100 dowel screw into the plug until it protrudes by 

55 mm.
7.	 Now place the feet and spacers on top of the pole ends and place the 

table on top.
8.	 Fasten them using the M8 plain washers & M8 nuts provided.

MACHINE WASHING
Rarely
It is also possible to put the blankets and cushion covers in a washing 
machine (30°). Do not dry clean or tumble dry. The fabric can be cre-
ased. Ironing will help to recover the waterrepellent coating of the fabric, 
but only at a cool setting (delicates). As some irons exceed the recom-
mended temperature at the synthetic setting, test a small, inconspicuous 
area before ironing the entire fabric. DO NOT use a steamer or iron set to 
the steam setting.

REMOVING STUBBORN STAINS
Only if nothing else helps
More drastic measures needed? Bleach can be used if nothing else 
helps. Protect the area around your Sunbrella fabric when using a bleach 
solution – bleach may discolour non-Sunbrella fabrics.Please be aware 
of the environment when cleaning with bleach. Bleach can have harmful 
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effects on the natural environment around you. We do not advise using 
bleach if you are surrounded by a body of water or another environment 
that could be affected. If stains and/or mildew marks are severe, the 
quantity of bleach may be increased.
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
