In streetscapes and squares, gardens or balconies, Hopper bench suits any location. This
multi-functional design can be used in more ways than a traditional city bench. The attached
legs allow you to slide in from the sides and sit down with a backrest. And the top surface
doubles as a tabletop when facing the opposite direction. The versatility of this design allows
for a quick change of scenery while adding comfort along the way.

If you prefer a mono-material bench, you can opt for Hopper bench AA, our All Aluminium
version!

e Consists of one tabletop and one seating with a wooden surface.

e Galvanized or powder coated aluminium legs that attach the tabletop to the bench

e Robust, durable materials (suitable for intensive use in public spaces and in a
maritime climate)

o 2 different lengths 240 and 300 (3 to 4 people)

e Characteristic curved legs that serve as 2 access zones

e Tabletop and bench made from sustainability category 1 ‘Iroko’ tropical hardwood or
thermally treated ‘Hellwood’ ash with PEFC label.
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e Tabletop and bench are fully supported by a galvanized steel frame.

Maintenance
Wood
¢ Little maintenance required, but the better it is treated, the longer it will last.
e Regularly/after use: wet cloth.
e To remove stubborn dirt residues use a hard brush and water.
¢ Once to twice per year: clean thoroughly. We recommend that this is done in the
spring and just before winter.
¢ QOil before the first use and once per year. An oiled table will absorb liquids less
quickly and therefore remains clean for longer.
e Every 2 to 4 years: sand the wood with a sander and sandpaper with grain 120. After
a few years, the wood will display cracks and can become slightly misshapen. This is
perfectly normal as wood is a natural and living material. The great advantage of
solid wood is that you can sand down the top surface to make the surface even and
smooth once more. Use a hand sander for this (do it on a dry day).
¢ Any cracks can be hand sanded. Use 120-grain sandpaper for this. Be careful not to
permanently damage the fibres. It is for this reason that a high-pressure washer
should never be used to clean wood.

Framel/legs
Regular cleaning with lukewarm water and mild cleaning product. Use a soft brush to
remove any caked-on dirt.
