General

Product

• For anchoring: use suitable bolts or screws from a 

specialized store depending on the material your 
terrace is made of.

• There is a 5mm gap between the parasol tube and 
the tube installed on the concrete base in order to 
ensure a proper fixation. As a result, the parasol 
will not be able to loosen by movement.

• If you hear the cables whistling due to heavy wind 
or if you are not using the parasol, close it and 
use the cover to avoid the parasol from opening or 
getting dirty.

• For ventilation purposes, the cover is not 100% 
waterproof.

Q: Is the fabric 100% waterproof?
A: With light rain you stay easily seated under the parasol. The fabric is 
 slightly slanted in opened position. With heavy rain, the canvas lets 
 through only a little bit of water. This is typical for the fabric and necessary, 
 because the fabric should be able to ventilate.

Q: Can you remove the fabric for washing?
A: We do not advise this but it is possible. In the first place, you should close 
 the parasol when you do not use it and protect it with its cover. This protects 
 the parasol from getting dirty.

Q: How resistant is the parasol?
