General

without any loss of material. 

Hopper picnic has an optional floor fastening set 
(ø 0.35 inch), four stainless steel plates to bed 
fixed with bolts.

For an even more rigid anchoring system, Hopper 
legs can be ordered with holes ø 0.47 inch.

Maintenance
POWDER COATED PARTS

• Use Extremis multi cleaner, a 100% biodegradable detergent or common kitchen 
cleaning products. Avoid using aggressive products. These surfaces are best 
cleaned with a neutral cleaning product diluted in water. 
 
GALVANIZED PARTS

• Clean with lukewarm water and a mild detergent or Extremis multi cleaner. 
 
WOOD

• Clean regularly with mild detergent.
• Thorough cleaning with Extremis Wood Cleaner.
• Oil the wood with Extremis Wood Protector. We recommend oiling the wood at 

regular intervals depending from location and general weather conditions.
• In order to smoothen the surface again after a thorough cleaning, lightly sand 

your wood with 120 grit sanding paper or a sanding pad. 
 
SUNBRELLA

• Shake or brush off loose dirt immediately.
• Spray Extremis Multi Cleaner.
• Use a soft brush and make circular movements.
• Let the suds soak in for a moment.
• Rinse thoroughly to remove all soap residue.
• Simply allow to dry.
• It’s also possible to put the cushion in a washing machine (max 40°C). Follow the 

cleaning instruction on the label.
• If the cushion has metal brackets, we recommend turning the cover inside out 

first to avoid damaging the washing machine. In this case, leave the zipper open 
about 4 inch.

Q: Do you need to oil the wood?
A: Just like other types of wood, wood will gradually become rougher and 
 start to turn grey as a consequence of exposure to the sun and rain. Small 
 cracks and crevices can also appear as part of this process. We strongly 
 advise everyone to treat the furniture with our Wood Protector. This 100% 
 natural oil controls the moisture level within the wood, which makes the 
 planks stay stable for longer, and the layer of oil also helps to prevent spilled 
 liquids from being absorbed, so that stains tend to stay superficial. It is best 
 to repeat this treatment at regular intervals.
